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WESTERN CANADIAN COAL ANNOUNCES CN RAIL CONTRACT
AND SALES COMMITMENTS FOR WOLVERINE COAL

Vancouver, BC June 27, 2006 - Western Canadian Coal Corp. (TSX: WTN & WTN.DB and
AIM: WTN) (the "Company" or ""WCCC") is pleased to announce that to date it has secured sales
commitments for Wolverine hard coking coal of approximately 880,000 tonnes, representing 70% of its
planned Wolverine sales of 1.25 million tonnes in this fiscal year. These commitments are to major steel
mills around the world encompassing six countries over three continents. Additionally, the Company is in
active negotiations with a number of other steel mills and anticipates it will have concluded agreements for
the balance of the Wolverine's planned sales by the end of August 2006. If the remaining price
settlements follow those already concluded, an average price of approximately US$100 per tonne is
anticipated for the current coal year. The first trial shipments of Wolverine coal, projected to load in the
July-September quarter of 2006, are expected to confirm the high quality coking coal characteristics of
Wolverine coal obtained in customer tests of samples previously provided by WCCC.

Western Canadian Coal Corp is also pleased to announce that it has reached agreement with CN Rail on
a term agreement covering rail shipments of Wolverine coal to Prince Rupert, BC. Gary Livingstone,
President and CEO of WCCC said, "Rail is a critical link in the supply chain to our customers and this
arrangement with North America's most efficient rail carrier will help ensure reliable and effective delivery
of Wolverine coal.”
